Marketing 101 – Tips for a Full House 
Top arts groups describe the process of marketing as being more about the 
experience than the specific event. Creating a shared community experience 
will ensure ticket sales because everyone will want to be part of it. Here are a 
couple tips from some arts groups on how to sell your program. 
 

• One arts group invited ‘mavens’ from their community to a briefing on 
a three-event mini festival. The mavens excitedly left the luncheon to 
call or email others with news on “an event just right for you.” Tickets 
were purchased, with the buyers telling the box office, “I was told I 
would get a discount if I said I was a friend of…” 

 
• The opportunity to experience “a romantic evening out” connects with 

almost everyone. One town’s amphitheatre has been designated as 
“one of the five best places to kiss” in their region. The local Arts 
council uses this to sell its series as the place to go for ‘date night”.
